I. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. This Procedure shall regulate relations pertaining to payments made by conformity assessment bodies (CAB) on services and assessments of the National Accreditation Body (NAB) and annual  fees. 
2. The terms used in this order are defined by the Law "On Accreditation" and the Resolution of the Government of the Republic of Armenia N 1201 of September 6, 2012 meaning.

3. Fee for accreditation work shall be made by legal or natural person subject to accreditation, irrespective of the results of accreditation. 
4. The legal or natural person shall pay an annual fee for each accredited CAB.
5. Fee for accreditation work (price of accreditation), which is calculated in accordance with this procedure, does not include travel and transport costs. Expenses for business trips and travel expenses shall be covered by the CAB.
II. Calculation of price of accreditation 
6. Prices of accreditation shall be calculated after registration of the application through the following formula: 

P = A + T, where:
P - price of CAB accreditation, 

A – cost of ensuring accreditation process (work organization),

T- 
workload for accreditation process, which includes CAB assessments and extension of accreditation and is calculated as man/days.  
T= C x Q, where:
C – average daily rate of accreditation expert (assessor)/technical expert, which is equal to twelve times and eight times minimum salary, namely 12000 AMD (in case of an accreditation expert (assessor)), 8000 AMD (in case of a technical expert),  taxes included), 

Q – number of days required for completion of the process. 
7. Payment against accreditation of CABs shall be made in terms of work provided in Tables 1 and 2.

Where S:

1) for testing laboratories and product certification bodies – according to the Eurasian Economic Union’s Commodity Nomenclature of Foreign Economic Activity (EAEU CNEEA) double-digit code.  In case the EAEU CNEEA is unavailable, the name of each product is deemed as one accreditation scope, for 1 to 5 scopes of accreditation the costs are equal to AMD 100,000, and for each product group service above 5, additional AMD 10,000 is established. In the absence of the EAEU CNEEA code, AMD 10,000 is calculated for each product group; 
2) calibration laboratories - according to type of measurement subject to calibration, for 1 to 5 scopes of accreditation the costs are equal to AMD 100,000, and for each for the measurement quantity above 5, additional AMD 10,000 is established; 

3) management system certification bodies - according to consolidated groups for basic economic sectors under General Nomenclature of Economic Activities (NACE), which are indicated by Latin letters from A to U.  In case the NACE code is unavailable, the name of consolidated groups is deemed as one accreditation scope, for 1 to 5 scopes of accreditation the costs are equal to AMD 100,000, and for each consolidated group above 5, additional AMD 10,000 is established. In the absence of the NACE code, AMD 10,000 is calculated for each consolidated group,

9. CAB shall make payments defined in Tables 1-4 against presented invoice. Terms and conditions of payments shall be specified in pre-accreditation and accreditation contracts signed between CAB and NAB. Performance of accreditation as per Tables 2 and 4 is deemed completed upon the submission of act of performance and tax account presented by the NAB. 
10. The amount charged during the accreditation process for accreditation work that have been already performed by the CAB shall not be subject to refund, except the payment made for ensuring the accreditation process (organization of work), in case the assessment group composition has not been approved yet.  
11. When involving foreign assessors/experts during the assessment, the price for 1 person/day for the foreign assessor (expert), and in case of the need to involve a translator, that expense is covered by the CAB, in accordance with the supplemental agreement attached to the contract (pre-accreditation or accreditation).  
12. In case of accreditation extension, cost of such work shall be equal to 50% of the cost provided in paragraph 1.1 or 1.3 of Table 1, plus cost of the accreditation scope (S), calculated according to clause 7 of this order and plus the workload of the accreditation process or 50% of the cost provided in paragraph 1.2 of Table 1 plus the workload of the accreditation process. 
13. If parallel to accreditation extension scheduled CAB surveillance is carried out price of accreditation shall be equal to 50% of the cost provided in paragraph 1.1 or 1.3 of Table 1, according to the scope of accreditation of the CAB and plus the value of S or 50% of the value provided in paragraph 1.2 of Table 1.
14. In the event of amendments in accreditation terms defined under contract between ARMNAB and accredited CAB, costs for extraordinary assessment shall be carried by CAB.  
15. Pursuant to point 2 of part 1 of Article 22 of the Republic of Armenia law “On Accreditation” and the contract between ARMNAB and the accredited CAB, the accredited CABs must pay an annual fee after the registration of the accreditation certificate (within the validity period of the accreditation certificate) according to Table 3. 
16. The accredited CAB shall pay the annual  fee in four equal installments with a trimestral periodicity. The first payment is made within 10 (ten) banking days after the registration of the accreditation certificate. Each payment is made in 10 (ten) banking days after the submission of invoice by the NAB.  The paid  fee is not subject to refund.   
17. In the case of adoption of a decision on expansion, reduction, suspension of the accreditation of the CAB for the following quarter, within 7 (seven) working days, the annual fee is recalculated by ARMNAB.
